It might even be an 

item of AEF mail, 

although American 

troops did not 

arrive in France 

until mid 1917 I 

believe. 

The APO is dated 

3 OCT. 1916 and if 

I’ve got it correct 

S24 was at 

Beaumarais at 

Calais. The censor 

marks are Type 

CM 4 and these 

numbers were used 

in France. The red 

S in circle would 

have earmarked 

the cover for special censoring, hence the opening and resealing of the cover and as the 1628 

censor mark overstamps the S and the label I presume that was the final censor. The T 20 in a 

hexagon over L is I believe a London mark which was converted to 4cents upon arrival in 

New York. 

I don’t know how the resealing label is designated in Forces Postal History circles but 

Firebrace has it as EBC.1 without the small print at right angles. 

Google links the Belgian Airforce with Beaumarais during WWI. How about clutching at 

straws and calling this a cover from an American flying for the Belgian Airforce in WWI. Or 

could that be a step too far!!!!!!!!!!!! 

Have I got it right and can anyone add to our knowledge.

Having recently purchased 4 complete sheets, all Cancelled-to-Order (CTO) and dated 7 
April 1959, 27 April 1959, 6 May 1959 and 14 May 1959 I have attempted to add to the 
overall knowledge of this issue and have retained the same generally accepted numbering 
system.

Unless otherwise stated all flaws are constant on the 4 sheets in my possession. Those flaws 
noted on only 2 sheets are from the sheets dated during the month of April (possibly an 
additional printing run or general cleansing of the electros?).  All sheets in my possession are 
in the format of:

A B
C D

A. Master Plate or Primary flaws:
20. Blob of red colour at the base of 1 on the left side.

B. Secondary Flaws from Electro ‘A’.
A2a. 1mm breaks in inner and outer frames of octagon between f and g.
A2b. Inner frame of octagon indented for 1mm below h.
A5a. Inner frame of octagon thinner than normal for 1.25mm above f.
A5b. Red blob top right of stroke.
A6. Red blob between 2nd and 3rd shading lines from top of stroke.
A8. Red blob between octagon frames just below c (seen on 2 sheets).
A13. Red blob between octagon frames just below h (seen on 2 sheets).
A26a. Inner frame of octagon broken 1mm above f (seen on 2 sheets).
A26b. Thin scratch in value stop vertically from top to bottom (seen on 2 sheets).
A27a. 1mm break in outer frame of octagon just above g.
A27b. Slight v notch in outer frame of octagon 2mm from a (seen on 2 sheets).
A28a. Thin scratch affecting bottom frame and at least 4 shading lines of 1 which continues       

down to the frame of the octagon.
A28b. Signs of the octagon frame being broken or thinned at f (seen on 3 sheets).
